SIBENIK

Sibenik, najstariji samorodni hrvatski grad na
Jadranu, nalazi se u najzasti¢enijoj prirodnoj luci, na
sredini isto¢ne obale Jadranskoga mora, na izvorima
bogate hrvatske povijesti, vjerojatno na mjestu gdje
su neki od prvih doseljenih Hrvata ugledali plavo
more, ¢udljivo 1 lijepo, koje ih je vjekovima branilo i
Stitilo, hranilo 1 ¢uvalo.

Nastao je kao starohrvatski castrum, utvrda ili tabor,
podno tvrdave sv. Mihovila, koja i danas dominira
gradom. Sibenik se prvi put spominje 1066. godine u
ispravi najznacajnijeg vladara hrvatske drzave -
kralja Petra KreSimira IV. Uspostavom Sibenske
biskupije, 1290. godine, Sibenik dobiva civitet odnosno status grada.

Sibenik je smjesten u sredisnjem dijelu hrvatske obale Jadrana, u slikovitom, razvedenom
zaljevu u koji utjece Krka, jedna od najljepSih hrvatskih kraskih rijeka.

Sa svojih 47 274 stanovnika, Sibenik je glavni grad te kulturno, prosvjetno, administrativno i
gospodarsko srediste Sibensko-kninske Zupanije.

Sibensko - kninska Zupanija obuhvacéa otoéni i obalni dio te zalede. Otoéni dio Sibensko -
kninske Zupanije ¢ine 242 otoka, otocica i nadmorsko grebenje. Taj arhipelag je pretezno
smjesten u sjeverozapadnome dijelu Sibenskog akvatorija, istie se razvedenoscu i slabom
naseljenos¢u. Najbrojnija otocna skupina Kornati poznata je po bizarnosti svojih oblika i
rasko$nim prirodnim ljepotama.

Pogled na Sibenik otkriva jedinstveno suglasje urbane poetike grada i njegova prirodnoga
okoliSa. Luka, koju s otvorenim morem povezuje Kanal sv. Ante, stolje¢ima je pokretac
razvoja pomorstva, trgovine i svekolikoga gospodarskog uzleta grada. Na ulazu u kanal
smjestena je najznacajnija renesansna tvrdava na isto¢noj obali Jadrana — tvrdava sv. Nikole.
Ona je zajedno tvrdavama sv. Mihovila, sv. Ivana i Subi¢evac koje okruzuju grad, simbol
stoljetne nepokorenosti Sibenika.




SIBENIK - GRAD KULTURE

Sibenik je grad bogate duhovne i materijalne
kulture. Brojni kulturni spomenici i kulturna
dogadanja uginili su da se Sibenik 2003. godine
podici i tim nazivom.

Sakralno graditeljstvo

Malo je gradova koji se kao Sibenik mogu
pohvaliti bogatstvom sakralnih objekata.
Sibenik je grad s 24 crkve, od kojih je 12 crkava
u Sluzbi Bozjoj, a Sest crkava je danas u drugoj
funkciji.

Katedrala sv. Jakova, gradena vise od stotinu
godina, svjedocanstvo je upornosti, odricanja i
poboznosti generacija Siben¢ana. Posebna je po
mnogocemu, ne samo u hrvatskom, ve¢ i u
europskom graditeljstvu: u cijelosti je izgradena
od kamena. Jedinstvena je po smionim
konstrukeijskim montazama kamenih ploca i
rebara i to bez koristenja ikakvog vezivnog
materijala. Jedinstvena je 1 medu renesansnim crkvama s pro¢eljem u obliku trolista, ali i po
suglasju arhitekture i niza od 71 realisti¢nog portreta na apsidama.

Dokumenti iz razdoblja gradnje katedrale svjedoCe o doprinosu cjelokupne komunalne
zajednice u njezinu podizanju, ali i mnogih pojedinaca, medu kojima je najve¢i broj domacih
klesara, graditelja i zanatlija. Od njih je najznacajniji Juraj Matejev Dalmatinac s kojim
Siben¢ani 1441. godine sklapaju ugovor o njegovu preuzimanju duZnosti protumajstora
Sibenske stolne crkve. Katedrala, zajedno s renesansnom gradskom vije¢nicom te okolnim
crkvama, palacama i knezevim dvorom u kojem je danas smjesten zupanijski muzej, tvori
zacijelo najljepsi trg hrvatske urbanisticke bastine.

Sibensko kazaliSte

Jedna od najvaznijih gradevina Grada Sibenika je i poznato Sibensko kazalite, drugo
najstarije kazaliSte u Republici Hrvatskoj, te istovremeno 1 najstarije hrvatsko kazaliste jo§
dan danas u uporabi. Sagradeno je krajem 19. stoljeca, a njegovu gradnju su financirali sami
Sibencani, §to je jedna od najvaznijih njegovih karakteristika.

Srednjovjekovna Sibenska gradska jezgra

Poseban aspekt Sibenske kulture predstavlja i
sama gradska srednjovjekovna jezgra Sibenika,
koju ¢ini splet tipi¢nih dalmatinskih ulica, tzv.
kala.




Faust Vranéié

Znacajan dio kulture Sibenskog kraja pripada Faustu Vran¢i¢u — hrvatskom povjesnicaru,
jezikoslovcu, izumitelju, diplomatu, inzenjeru, sveceniku, biskupu, koji je zivio na prijelazu
16. na 17. stoljece, te predstavlja najvaznijeg hrvatskog konstruktora i tehnickog pisca tog
doba.

Faust Vranci¢ je poznat 1 kao hrvatski Leonardo da Vinci. Izumitelj je prvog uporabljivog
padobrana u ljudskoj povijesti, uzevsi Leonardove skice padobrana, izmijenivsi ih i probavsi
prvi padobran ikada.

Prosle godine, otok Prvi¢, na kojem je pokopan sam Faust Vranci¢, bogatiji je za joS jednu
kulturnu gradevinu — Memorijalni centar Faust Vrancic.

Pucka tradicija Sibenskog kraja

Na Sibenskom podrugju djeluje nekoliko kulturno-
umjetnickih drustava, prikazujuci tradicijske razlicitosti
svakog kutka Sibensko-kninske Zupanije. Mnoge od njih
se moze vidjeti na razliitim feStama i proslavama
tijekom ljetnih mjeseci.

Pucka materijalna kultura ovoga kraja odlikuje se i
brojnim rukotvorinama od kojih su najpoznatiji:
Sibenska kapa, Sibenski botun i §ibenski bagatin.

Sibenik je poznat po dugoj tradiciji klapskog
pjevanja. Tradicija klapskog pjevanja seze iz
kasnog srednjeg vijeka, iz vremena starih
dalmatinskih bratovitina. Juraj Sizgori¢, poznati
Sibenski humanist ve¢ 1487. godine u svom djelu
“De situ Illyriae et civitate Sibenici” opisuje svoje
prve dojmove o pjevanju puckih pjevaca. Takoder
spominje pjevanje tuzaljki §to nam dokazuje da je
na nasoj obali bilo rasireno i1 Zensko pjevanje. Pjesme su nastajale parelelno s nastankom
pucke poezije kao odraz nacina zivota.

Na Sirem Sibenskom podrucju djeluje brojne muske i Zenske klape: klapa Maslina klapa
Fortica, klapa More, klapa Canzona, klapa Romansa, klapa Brodarica, klapa Bunari, klapa
Mirakul, klapa Re¢ina, klapa Skradinke, klapa Bile vile, klapa OrSulice i klapa Mela.
Sibenska klapska pjesma danas predstavlja dio kulturnog identiteta naseg podneblja, formira
glazbeni ukus 1 pomaze ocuvanju tradicijskih vrijednosti.




SIBENIK — GRAD FESTIVALA

Svi oni koji su posjetili Sibenik ( narogito u ljetnim danima) sigurno ée se sloZiti s izjavom da
je Sibenik postao "festivalska Meka". Tako se u ljetnim danima niZe festival za festivalom.
Narocito je bogata ponuda muzickih festivala: Terraneo - eko festival, Veceri dalmatinske
Sansone, Off — jazz festival, Musica appassionata — festival klasi¢ne glazbe i mnoge druge
muzicke poslastice. Od ostalih festivala isticu se Croatian travel festival, Sundance festival,
Supertoone — festival animiranog filma te festival s najduzom tradicijom - Medunarodni
djecji festival.

Medunarodni dje¢ji festival Sibenik

Uz svu bogatu tradiciju ovoga grada, zastitni znak Sibenika su djeca i Medunarodni djegji
festival. Ovaj festival je jedinstvena kulturna manifestacija svjetskih razmjera za vrijeme Cijeg
se trajanja gradski trgovi prepustaju dje¢jem stvaralastvu i posvecuju razvijanju svih
umjetnickih oblika djecje kreativnosti.

Festival se obraca kroz tri osnovna sadrZaja: smotre domacih i inozemnih dje¢jih ansambala,
radionicki dio programa, kojim se djecu neposredno i javno ukljucuje u stvaralacki ¢in, te
edukativni dio, kojim se u obliku simpozija problematiziraju pitanja poput estetskog odgoja
djece.

Tijekom lipnja i srpnja Sibenik postaje gradom djece koji slavi dje¢ju mastu i kreativnost.
Postaje domacinom djeci svijeta, a svoje ulice prepusta dje¢jem stvaralastvu. Time nas veé
cetiri desetlje¢a podsjeca koliko je dragocjen svijet djecje igre, radosti i dobrote.



OSNOVNA SKOLA JURJA DALMATINCA

Davne 1960. godine Narodni odbor Opéine Sibenik osnovao je "IV. osnovnu $kolu Sibenik".
Skola je bila smjestena na tri lokacije, u tri stara §ibenska kvarta: Dolac, Gorica i Crnica.

Na temeljima te crnicke Skole nastala je nasa danaSnja zgrada Skole. Prvi nastavni dan u
postojecoj zgradi bio je 1. 9. 1970. god., a djelovala je pod imenom Osnovna Skola "Mate
Bujas" Od 13.12. 1991 $kola dobiva ime po velikom kiparu, Jurju Dalmatincu.

Danas Osnovnu $kolu Jurja Dalmatinca pohada 583 uc€enika u 42 razredna odjela.

Uz mati¢nu skolu tu su jos i dvije zgrade podruc¢nih skola u Bilicama i Lozovcu.

Od listopada 2012. godine pri Osnovnoj $koli Jurja Dalamtinca osnovana je 1 Osnova $kola za
balet i suvremeni ples.

Nastava se odvija u dva turnusa.
Nakon nastave ucenici se mogu prikljuciti brojnim izvannastavnim aktivnostima: likovna
grupa, dramska grupa, Mali vrtlari, plesna grupa, recitatorska, novinarska, astronomija, veliki
Od sportskih aktivnosti imaju: rukomet, nogomet, kosarku, odbojku i stolni tenis.

Iz svih ovih aktivnosti nasi u¢enici ve¢ generacijama polucuju dobre uspjehe na razini skole,
Zupanije pa Cak i drzave.

Na razini §kole djeluju i u¢eni¢ka drutva "Drustvo nasa djeca", Skolsko sportsko druitvo
"Mladi" 1 KUD "Ivan Goran Kovaci¢"

Ucenicka drustva ukljucena su u sve aktivnosti Skole tijekom Skolske godine. Sudjeluju u
humanitarnim aktivnostima pokazujuci osjetljivost za osobe u potrebi. Njihova aktivnost
posebno dolazi do izrazaja tijekom blagdana Bozi¢a i Uskrsa.

Razmjenjivali su svoje strani¢nike ( bookmarkere),
a time 1 kulturu 1 obicaje svoje drzave.

Dan $kole — 23. travnja, na blagdan sv. Jurja,
obiljeZava se Dan $kole. Svake godine, u to
vrijeme u $koli imamo dane otvorenih vrata na
kojima predstavljamo projekt u kojeg su bili
ukljuceni zaposlenici i ucenici tijekom cijele
godine. Tako su se prijasnjih godina istakli
projekti Odjeéa kroz povijest i Sto su jeli i kako
su se veselili nasi stari, dok se ove godine
obraduje projekt Zivot u Sibeniku od
humanizma do danas.

SIBENIK



Sibenik is the oldest autochthunous Croatian town on the Adriatic coast. It is located in the
most protected natural port in the middle of the eastern coast of the Adriatic sea, on the
sources of the rich Croatian history. Sibenik is probably the place where one of the first
Croatian inhabitants have seen the sea, so capricious and beautiful. The sea which defended
them and fed them for so many years.

Sibenik was developed as the old Croatian fortification under the St.Nicholas Fortress , which
still dominates in the town. It was mentioned for the first time in a document of the most
significant ruler —Petar Kresimir IV. With the establishment of the Sibenik bishopric , in
1290, it gets the status of the town.

Sibenik is located in the middle of the Adriatic coast, in a picturesque, indented bay in which
one of the most beautiful karst rivers flows in - the river Krka.

With its 47 274 inhabitants, Sibenik is the main town and cultural, educational, administrative
and industrial centre of Sibenik-Knin county.

Sibenik-Knin county includes insular, coastal part and hinterland. The insular part consists of
242 larger islands and smaller ones as well as above-sea reefs. That archipelago is situated in
the north-west part of Sibenik aquatorium and it is remarkable for its indentedness and rare
population.The Kornati islands are the most numerous and they are known for its breathtaking
beauties.

The view on Sibenik reveals a unique harmony of urban poetic of the town and its natural
environment.Sibenik port, which is connected by an open sea with St.Ante Channel, is the
initiator of the development of maritime affairs and trade.There is the most significant
Renaissance fortress and the entrence of the Channel- St.Nicholas, which is together with St.
Michael, St.John and Subiéevac one of the symbols of centuries —old continued resistance of
Sibenik.

SIBENIK-THE TOWN OF CULTURE
Sibenik is the town of rich spiritual and material cultrure. There are numerous historical

sights and cultural events thanks to which it has gained this title.

Sacral architecture
There are not many cities which can be proud of their sacral abundance. Sibenik is a town

with 24 churches- 12 of them are in God's service and 6 of them have another function.



The Cathedral of Saint James, built for more than a hundred years, is the testimony of
persistance, surrending and piety of many generations of Sibenik. It is very special, not only
in Croatian but also European architecture. It is unique because it is built entirely of stone
(limestone from a nearby stone quarry and marble from the island of Brag). Its front is in the
shape of trefoil and a sequence of 71 different portraits on the apsides.

Documents from the time of construction are witnesses of the contribution of the whole
community as well as many stone-masons, constructors and artisans. The most significant of
them is Juraj Matejev Dalmatinac. This procurator was elected by the great assembly of the
people of the city of Sibenik, which financed this building. His first contract was concluded
in 1441. The Cathedral, the Renaissance City Hall and the surrounding churches and palaces
make the most beautiful square of Croatian urbanistic heritage.

SIBENIK’S THEATRE
It is one of the most significant buildings, the second oldest theatre in The Republic of Croatia
and the oldest theatre still in use. The theatre is built at the end of 19™ century and it was fully

financed by Sibenik’s citizens, which is one of its main characteristics.

MEDIAEVAL TOWN CORE OF SIBENIK
Mediaeval town core of Sibenik represents a special aspect of the town’s culture together with

its typical Dalmatian streets, so called “’kala’’.

FAUST VRANCIC

A remarkable part of Sibenik’s culture belongs to Faust Vranci¢- a Croatian historian,
philologist, inventor, diplomat, engineer, priest, bishop, who lived at the end of 16" and the
beginning of 17" century. He represents the most important Croatian constructor and
technical writer of that time.

He is also known as Croatian Leonardo da Vinci. Having examined Leonardo da Vinci's
rough sketches of a parachute, Vranci¢ designed a parachute of his own.

From the last year island Prvi¢, where Vranci¢ was buried, is richer for one cultural building

— Memorial centre Faust Vrancic.

FOLK TRADITION OF SIBENIK AREA



Several cultural-artistic associations are active in the Sibenik area, with the aim of presenting
the traditional differences of every part of the Sibenik-Knin region. You can see many of their
performances at different local parties and celebrations during the summer months.

The folk material culture of the area is distinguished by numerous handicrafts, among which
some works of art are also possible to find : Sibenska kapa, Sibenski botun and Sibenski

bagatin.

KLAPA SINGING

Sibenik is known for its long tradition of Capella singing (klapa singing). Capella singing
tradition dates from the late Middle Ages, from the time of the Dalmatian fraternities. Juraj
Sizgori¢, a well known humanist, in his book "De situ et civitate Illyriae Sibenici" describes
his first impressions of the singing of folk singers. It also mentions the singing of the dirge
which proves that the woman singing on our coast was widespread. The songs were created

with the development of folk poetry as a reflection of lifestyle.

In the wider area of Sibenik there are numerous male and female singing: klapa Maslina,
klapa Fortica , klapa More, klapa Canzona, klapa Romanca, klapa Brodarica , klapa Bunari ,
klapa Mirakul, klapa Recina, klapa Skradinke, klapa Bile Vile,klapa Orsulice, klapa Mela. .

Sibenik’s klapa song ,which represents the part of the cultural identity of our region, forms

musical taste and helps to preserve traditional values.

SIBENIK-THE TOWN OF FESTIVALS

Anyone who has ever visited Sibenik would agree that Sibenik has become festival ’Meka *’.
During the summer there are numerous festivals- Terraneo- eco music festival, Dalmatian
chanson evenings, Off-jazz festival, Musica appassionata- festival of classical music. Among
the rest there are- Croatian travel festival, Sundance festival, Supertoone- festival of animated

film and the one with the longest tradition- International Children’s Festival .

INTERNATIONAL CHILDREN’S FESTIVAL



With all the rich tradition of this city, trademark of Sibenik are children, and the International
Children’s Festival, a unique cultural manifestation with the international reputation. During
this event the city squares and streets are left to the children’s creativity as well as the
creativity for children with the aim to improve and encourage all artistic forms of children’s
creativity.

The Festival is structured through three main segments: the review of Croatian and foreign
children’s and professional ensembles - workshop part of the program where the children are
directly involved in a creative act and an educational section, which discuss the issues through
symposiums such as the aesthetic education of children.

During June and July Sibenik becomes a town of children that encourages children’s
imagination and creativity. It becomes the host of the children of the world, it will let its
streets and squares to the children’s creativity, as well the creativity for children, and like
every year in the last five decades, Sibenik will remind its visitors how precious the world of

children’s games and joy is.

PRIMARY SCHOOL JURJA DALMATINCA SIBENIK

In 1960 National committee of Sibenik county founded o4t Primary School Sibenik’’. The
school was located in three old blocks: Dolac, Gorica and Crnica.

Our nowadays schools was constructed on foundation of that old school in Crnica. The first
school day started on 1* September 1970 and it was named Primary School Mate Bujas. On
13™ December 1991 it was named after a famous sculptor Juraj Dalmatinac.

There are 583 students organized in 42 classes. Together with the central school in Crnica,
there are two regional schools- Bilice and Lozovac.

In October 2012, in the same building there was also founded Primary School for Ballet and
Contemporary Dance.

The education is organized in two shifts. After the lessons students can enjoy many activities:
art club, drama group, Little gardeners group, recitation group, journalist group, astronomy,
choir, Glagolitic club and Young librarians club.

There are also sports activities: handball, football, basketball, volleyball and table tennis.
There are students’ societies,too : Drustvo nasa djeca, Skolsko sportsko drustvo Mladi and
KUD Ivan Goran Kovaci¢. The students participate in voluntary work showing sensitiveness
for people with special needs. Their activity is especially noticeable during Christmas and
Easter holidays.



Sports group Mladi,which participate in manifestations in town and county, promote sport
behaviour and healthy growing-up.

KUD Ivan Goran Kovacictakes take care of cultural manifestations in school. Its members try
to label every important date and contribute to our local community by participating in
various events.

The school has its own magazine Dalmatinac that is published once a year. The members of
the journalist club look after its content.

Projects

Every year the school is involved in various projects.

Wednesday in school- the students of lower classes celebrate different holidays, every time
showing something new, creative and interesting.

Bookmark project- the project of a school library in association with International society of
school libraries (IASL). Thanks to this project the students of our school are linked with the
others from Taiwan, China and New Zealand.They exchange their bookmarks together with
culture and customs of their country.

School’s day- it is celebrated on 23" April, on St.Juraj’s Day. Every year, at that time there
are doors open days when are represented students’ and workers’ projects. Remarkable ones
were Odjeca kroz povijest and Sto su jeli nasi stari, while this year project Zivot u Sibeniku
od humanizma do danas is in progress.

Primary school for ballet and contemporary dance

It is opened on 10™ November 2012 in presence of Sabina Glasovac, assistant of Minister of
Science and Education, Ante Zupanovic, the Mayor, Zoran Smoli¢, Deputy Zzupan of Sibenik-
Knin county, Natko Duvnjak, the headmaster of school, and many others who came to
celebrate that event.

There are 30 attendant in the school(29 girls and 1 boy) divided in three classes. Excellent
pedagogues and music coordinators work with them. The primary school lasts four years and
students get a diploma verified by the Ministry.

This is the first school of this type in Sibenik, so it has become the one in which children get

opportunity to train at very young age.
